RONNEBAKSHOLM

Ronnebaxksholms kunstneriske program 2024 vil gennem tre udstillinger,
residencies, aktiviteter og laering arbejde med en overordnet tematik omkring HEST.
Arsprogrammet vil aktivere Kunsthallens udstillingsrum, Laden, Haven og Parken og
bane vejen for nye samarbejder og feellesskaber.

UDSTILLINGSPROGRAM 2024

Tematikken til HEST knytter sig specifikt til Naestved
by som garnisonsby og Rgnnebaeksholm som sted
med direkte referencer til Herskabsstalden, Laden,
Hestestalden og de gamle ridestier, der stadig
benyttes og hesteggdning som gavner Haven.
Naestved har vaeret en garnisonsby, laengst tid i
byen fik rytterregimentet 4. Dragonregiment, 1796-
1923, og op til omkring 2003 husede byen
Gardehusarregimentet.

Hesten har en lang historik med sig. Ifglge nyt
studie viser det sig, at heste er det vigtigste husdyr i
historien, fordi de aendrede historien. Teemningen
af hesten gav mennesket mulighed for at kunne
rejse hurtigt og langt, indtage store territorier og
brgdfgde en stgrre befolkning. De sidste 5.000 ar er
menneskets Igbebane koblet til hesten i forhold til
at forbinde Europa med @stasien og Sydasien med
handelsruter. Fra et kunsthistorisk perspektiv har
hesten vaeret et af de ldste motiver afbildet.
Vores forfaedre var ‘besatte’ af heste og hesten
optraeder mere end noget andet dyr pa de
forhistoriske hulemalerier. For 30.000 ar siden
malede man heste pa hule vaeggene i Europa.
Georges Sauvet, der forsker i forhistorisk kunst ved
Toulouse Universitet, vurderer, at hesten kan have
fungeret som en mytisk figur for vores forfaedre.

Hesten som motiv har faet en form for renaessance i samtidskunsten. Det er bade det mytiske som skinner
igennem, men ogsa spgrgsmalet om magt rotation, hvor det tidligere har veeret maend pa rytterstatuer,
som har praeget bybilledet, til nu kvinder i hgjere grad bruger hesten som magtsymbol. Inden for queer
kulturen er hesten ogsa i spil, hvor fabeldyret enhjgrningen har faet en stor symbolsk betydning, dels
grundet dens kgnslgshed og at figuren er i konstant forandring. HEST som tema undersgger hvor stor
betydning hesten har haft som husdyr, for landbruget og magtens strukturer, men ogsa hestens betydning
som en mytisk, magisk og helende figur, og op til hvad hesten betyder i samtiden og i fremtiden set i lyset
af biodiversitetskrise og trivselskrise.

Udstillingsprogrammet vil besta af ny kunstnerisk og kuratorisk produktion eksisterende vaerker, herunder

skabe relationer hvor den =ldre kunst og samtidskunsten krydser og perspektiverer hinanden. Tematikken
har et omfattende potentiale og for at kunne udfolde det bedst muligt arbejdes der med tre fokuspunkter i
tre udstillingsakter. De tre udstillingsakter forbindes gennem kunstneriske performances, samtaleprogram,
poesisaloner, leering og skoleforlgb samt kontinuerlige samarbejder med udvalgte kunstnere i Igbet af aret.
Der samarbejdes desuden med en raekke forskellige museer og samlere omkring den zldre kunst.

1. akt: Hestens oprindelse. 2. marts — 9. juni 2024

| det forste akt Hestens oprindelse traekkes der spor fra hestens oprindelse til vores samtid. Begrebet
oprindelse skal forstas pa flere mader, bade kunstnerisk, geografisk, kulturelt og (lokal)historisk men ogsa
videnskabeligt.

2. akt: Hestens fortzellinger. 23. juni — 15. september 2024

| Hestens fortzellinger seettes fokus pd, hvordan hestens mytiske, magiske og helende karakter skinner
igennem. Ogsa inden for queer kulturen er hesten i spil, hvor fabeldyret enhjgrningen har faet en stor
symbolsk betydning, maske grundet dens kgnslgshed og at figuren er i konstant forandring. Fra Agnes Slott-
Mgller der var inspireret af engelske Praerafaelitter, der havde formaet at skabe et udtryk, der blandede en
middelalderlig, gotisk sestetik med en sagnomspunden engelsk myteverden, til Kinga Bartis
hydrofeministiske flydende univers, hvor hesten som et nyt tema er under undersggelse, til Olga Larsen, en
kunstner der optraeder udenfor den etablerede scene, og i sine billedtaepper syr om drgmmen om det liv pa
landet hun aldrig fik, et liv pa et lille landsted med blomstrende abletraeer, husdyr og honning pa krukke.

3 akt: Hesten og magten. 28. september — 22. december 2024

| Hestens og magten udfoldes et mere nuanceret blik af den til tider dystre side af den magt, som tildeles
og tages i forhold til hesten. Nar den bruges som kamphest, til at statuere landes magtstrukturer og
fastholder klasseforskelle, kgnnethed, kulturelle eller etniske forskelle. Teemningen af hesten gav
mennesket en saerlig magt, sa de kunne rejse hurtigt, langt og indtage territorier til egen fordel, dette spor
kan man i dag se ved de mange rytterstatuer i det offentlige. Af den grund vil denne akt have fokus pa den
voldelige og koloniserede side af hesten som tematik, men ogsa hvor og hvordan det vendes om og finder
gjeblikke, hvor en helende proces er i gang og peger ind fremtiden.

RONNEBAKSHOLM

Ronnebaeksholm's artistic program 2024 will, through three exhibitions,
residencies, activities and learningprogram, work with an overall theme around
HORSE. The annual program will activate the Kunsthallen's exhibition space, the
Barn, Garden and Park and pave the way for new collaborations and communities.

EXHIBITIONSPROGRAM 2024

The theme HORSE is specifically linked to Naestved as a
garrison town and Rgnnebaksholm as a place with
direct references to Herskabsstalden, the Barn, the
Horse Stable and the old riding trails that are still used
and horse manure that benefits the Garden. Naestved
has been a garrison town, with the cavalry regiment
4th Dragoon Regiment, 1796-1923, had the longest
time in the town, and up until 2003 the town housed
the Gardehusar.

The horse has a long history, according to a new study,
it turns out that horses are the most important
domestic animal in history because they changed
history. The domestication of the horse allowed human
to travel quickly and far, occupy large territories and
feed a larger population. For the last 5,000 years,
humans has been linked to the horse in terms of
connecting Europe with East Asia and South Asia with
trade routes. From an art historical perspective, the
horse has been one of the oldest motifs depicted. Our
ancestors were 'obsessed' with horses and the horse
appears more than any other animal in the prehistoric
cave paintings. 30,000 years ago, horses were painted
on cave walls in Europe. Georges Sauvet, who
researches prehistoric art at the University of Toulouse,
estimates that the horse may have functioned as a mythical figure for our ancestors.

The horse as a motif has had a kind of renaissance in contemporary art. It is both the mythical that shines
through, but also the question of a power rotation, where in the past it has been men on equestrian
statues that have characterized the cityscape, until now women use the horse as a symbol of power to a
greater extent. Within queer culture, the horse is also at play, where the mythical animal the unicorn has
acquired a great symbolic meaning, partly due to its genderlessness and the fact that the figure is
constantly changing. HORSE as a theme examines how important the horse has been as a domestic animal,
for agriculture and the structures of power, but also the horse's importance as a mythical, magical and
healing figure, and up to what the horse means in the present and in the future, seen in the light of the
biodiversity crisis and health crisis.

The exhibition program will consist of new artistic and curatorial production of existing works, including
creating relationships where older art and contemporary art cross. The theme has extensive potential and
to unfold it as best as possible, there will be three focal points in three exhibition acts. The three exhibition
acts are connected through artistic performances, conversation program, poetry salons, learning and
school courses as well as continuous collaborations with selected artists during the year. There is also
collaboration with a number of different museums and collectors around older art.



EXHIBITON PROGRAM

Act 1: The origin of the horse. 2 March — 9 June 2024

In the first act The origin of the horse, traces are drawn from the origin of the horse to our present day. The
concept of origin must be understood in several ways, both artistically, geographically, culturally and
(locally) historically. Artistically, the first exhibition act will be based on contemporary art and older art that
sheds light on the history of the horse.

Act 2: The horse's tales. 23 June — 15 September 2024

In The horse’s tales, the focus is on how the horse's mythical, magical and healing character shines through.
The horse is also in play within queer culture, where the mythical animal the unicorn has acquired a great
symbolic meaning, perhaps due to its genderlessness and the fact that the figure is constantly changing.
From Agnes Slott-Mgller, who was inspired by English Pre-Raphaelites, who had managed to create an
expression that mixed a medieval, Gothic aesthetic with a fabled English mythical world, to Kinga Barti's
hydrofeminist universe, where the horse as a new theme is under investigation, to Olga Larsen, an artist
who performs outside the established scene, her tapestries is about the dream of the life in the country she
never got, a life in a small country house with blooming apple trees, livestock and honey in a jar.

Act 3: The horse and power. 28 September — 22 December 2024

In The horse and power, a more nuanced view of the sometimes gloomy side of the power that is granted
and taken in relation to the horse unfolds. When used as a warhorse, to statuary the power structures of
countries and maintain class differences, gender, cultural or ethnic differences. The taming of the horse
gave man a special power, so that they could travel fast, far and occupy territories for their own benefit,
this trace can be seen today in the many equestrian statues in public. For that reason, this act will focus on
the violent and colonized side of the horse as a theme, but also where and how it is turned around and
finds moments where a healing process is underway and points to the future.

RESIDENCY FALLESRUM

and make visible historical methods such as natural dyeing and perspectives on this based on local peasant
culture, colonialism and globalization. In Haven's Kitchen Garden and Medicinal Garden, food and herbs
from near and far are grown and found. What stories do these crops have, and how can one practically
raise awareness of the plants' origins? There is room for an artist and a writer in either a spring or autumn
term.
